TI—WKRITER FPRINTER CODES

Dng evening as I was bragging that I had complete control of ay
printer by using the tranmslitrate command, Ken Johnson (our fine

editor), asked me whny I went to all that trouble? He told me about
page 146.

Have you read and understood page 146 of the TI WRITER manual? If you
answered Y E S then skip this article. I+ you answered ,ow 1 shinkx
- OF "° I don’®. then read on. If the only reason that you use the
Formatter is for printer codes then read on. Look at page 146 to get
an idea what it locks like. Go to page 98 and read that. If you
still don 't understand what it says don’t worry. Below and on the
next page are charts that show what keys to push for different printer
commands. If you would like to print your letter in Continuous
Expanded (Double—width mode) but don’t want to leave TI WRITER to
change the printer, just do the following on the top line of your
letter. )

FRESS: CTRL U, FCTN R, CTRL U, W, CTRL U, SHIFT A, CTRL U.
Both the Epson and the Gemini would use the above. The codes are
CHR3(27)3°W1" or CHR3(27)&CHR$(87)&CHRS$(1). At the end of the letter you
would turn the Double-width mode (Continuous Expanded) off.

FRESS: CTRL U, FCTN R, CTRL U, W, CTRL U, SHIFT 2, CTRL U.
All codes can be embedded in the body of your letter but be sure that
you take into account the space(s) used by the codes.

EXAMPLE CODE:
In order to find the code for S/72" Line Spacing look in your printer
manual for the Line Feed Controls. The RX 8@ Epson and the Gemini-10X
show this code as ESC "A" n or CHR$(27);"A";CHR$(n) or CHR3(27)&CHRS (&5}
&CHR$(n), where n is as n/72 for the CHR$(n). On page 98 we are told to’
press CTRL U to enter the Special Character Mode. Now go to page 146
and look for the ascii code for escape which is ascii code 27. In
looking across the page it shows that the key press of FCTN R is the
same as CHR3(27). So we now know that we need to press CTRL U FCTN R
CTRL U, to send CHR$(27) to our printer. Next we need to tell the
printer what to do. We do this by pressing the key A, which is the
paper feed command for n/72 inch spacing. Next we have to tell the
printer what the value of n is. So back to page 146. We know that we
want to move the paper S/72 inch so we go down the ascii code column
untill we come to the S. In the press key column we are told to press
SHIFT E. We now have the entire code necessary to tell the printer to
set the line feed at 5/72" line spacing. Be sure to remember that you
must press CTRL U tefore and after each key press from the Spec:ial
Character Mode (page 14&).

1f you have trouble understanding any of the above feel free to call me
and/or come to the August meeting of the TI Writer SIG. Call me to find
out where and when. We do not meet on any set date, just when ever we can
all get together. All members are welcome to attend. Come share your
knaowledge with us and we will share our knowledge with you.

P.S. This entire article was printed using the TEXT EDITOR and in some
places 1 used 17 printer codes to print the Screen Display Column.



An editorial by Tom freewsn — Toplcs - LA 8%:rs - Hugust 1985
Thase of you wha read this newsletter regularly will know that we have long  taken  a
ggbll; stand against software piracy. Up to this time Terrie (Masters - Frzs of LA
F3er3) has been the mast vooal or most read but she has had full zupport. It is time

now for me to publicly state my position, borne of bitter personal experience.

I had never touched a computer bDefore I got my TIo It was originally a toy for me as
1t was for many of you, but such a toy! It quickly became a learning tool, and was
nat only a means to  other ends, but am end in itself, as I learned the joy of
praogramming. I am largely self-taught, through a lot of HARD work, and the help of
many friends, [ have achieved a position I never thought possible a few years ago.

My first "extensive' venture, a few years ago, was a combination XBasic and Assembly
graphics utility called EASYSPRITE. I vainly tried to market it, without any real
financial backing and therefore limited success. When I first heard about FREEWARE
(which I now think of as "STEALWARE") I decided to gz that route. For  your
information, [ have received payment for LESS THAN one cut of TWENTY copies I have
sent out.

My last venture was DISKASSEMBLER. Since [ thought my main problem was public
avareness of my efforts (i.e. advertising) I felt going with Millers Graphics would
be more successful. Let me tell you that I worked long and hard on that program (11
months, the gestation of an elephant?, trying to make it perfect OM THE FIRST VERSION
to be relessed. [ have a wife and two children who wish they never heard of 1t, and
wondered 1f they would ever really have me back again.

Now I know what  the TI cammunity thinks of efforts such as mine. It wasn’t laong
before DISKASSEMELER was in the trading routes and even on BBES's. What do those  of

you using pirated versions really think you are accamplishing®

And I am by no means the only victim of this vicious practice! The TI-93/44, being
an “orphan', is in a peculiar position. Currently manufactured computers have  an
ever—expanding market, as new users come on-line. Therefore softuare authors can
caunt at least on sales to those who do not yet have access to pirated verszions., The
TI, on the ather hand, since the big rush of new users who bought at the "cloge-out®
sales, has a relatively stable market. It has been said that there are several
million 93/4A's out there, but T recently heard an estimate that thers ars prabably
ohly 250,000 or so actually in use, rather than in the closet. Many already hnow
where the good sources of software are. [ strongly believe that thase who are trylng
to make even a little money con this computer, and the VERY few who are trying to MAKE
A LIVING with it, will shortly be getting out of the market, unless the piracy stops.

You may have noticed there really isn't that much software being produced anymaré.
There are a lot of good programs that are consistently being revised, as the bugs are
noticed and warked out by the users. You need umpteen disks and a lot patience to
get a properly working version., Software of sericus commercial quality  takes TIME,
and the motivation to make the time comes from rewards, both motetary and personal.
It really galls me to see the pirates not only steal the praograms, but even take the
authors® names off them, sSa the unwitting recipient doesn’t even know whom o
thank! And here's ancther amazing idea to consider. Even when you BUY the programs
being marketed for the TI, you are paying 1/4 to 1/10 the cast of similar programs
for other caomputers' In other words, you are already getting a bargain - Wwhy destroy

still seen his programs an BBS’s for free downloading.  You sysaps MUST police  your
Goards better! ) )

Mow  let me sum  this up. As implied by the title, the continued well-being af fhe
¥3/44 1s UP TO YOU. Unless you are willing to suppart the centinued production  of
guality software by paying the very reasonable amounts the authors and software
cofpanies charge for thelr programs, you will soon see the market disappear. FLEASE
DON'T LET THIS HAFFEN!!
